A file of all active enrollees is forwarded to DCFS on a quarterly
basis. Data is available in this system the following month. PARIS provides income verification for VA benefits, earned and
unearned income through the Dept. of Defense from anywhere in the United States, and out of state benefits. The information
concerning out of state benefits is especially useful when attempting to locate enrollees at renewal. Once an enrollee’s benefits
are terminated, no updated information is received as closed enrollees are not on the quarterly file sent to DCFS. The State of
Louisiana houses PARIS in our State Income Eligibility Verification System. Employees are granted access to PARIS through their
request for SIEVS access and all related security issues are addressed in this manner.
